Overview 
 
Many thanks for accepting to take part in the Opening Ceremony of Global Model United Nations 

(GMUN) 2021 which will be held on Wednesday, 7 July 2021, from 10:00 to 11:30 CEST. 

GMUN is a simulation of the work of the United Nations (UN), organized by the public universities of 

Rome and the International Fund for Agricultural Development of the UN (IFAD).
